ABOUT THIS WORKSHOP

Recent years have seen a resurgence in shipbuilding on the River Mersey, exemplified by the recent
contracts for new ships at Cammell Laird, including the NERC’s new polar research vessel, RRS Sir
David Attenborough — a contract won against stiff international competition. In addition, a growing
offshore renewable energy market and the opening of the Liverpool 2 Superport has boosted the
maritime and logistics supply chain in the North West of England. The industry is supported by a strong
trade body, Mersey Maritime Ltd, with some 1700 members. Liverpool John Moores University (LJMU)
is working closely with Mersey Maritime to facilitate collaboration in the maritime industry, and together
have created the Maritime Knowledge Hub.

At this time of rapid development and activity, AILU and Mersey Maritime have organised this half day
workshop to be held at the Maritime Knowledge Hub. It will have a different feel to traditional AlLU
workshops, bringing together manufacturers in the Maritime Industry with experts in the laser material
processing sector over breakfast and a handful of presentations to identify opportunities for laser material
processing in the maritime manufacturing sector. After the workshop there will be a tour of Cammell
Laird (limited places) or the chance to see the ship-handling simulator at Mersey Maritime. Anyone
interested in laser applications in the maritime sector should attend.
